Walk/Trot equitation – no cross entries into any other division.                                                                         
Pre-beginner equitation –Trot or canter four 18” x’s.  For riders 
who have not shown over 18”. No cross entries. 
Adult beginner – Amateur adults over 18 same as Pre -beginner. 
No cross entries except flat classes.                                                                                                                    
Beginner equitation –  fences 2’.  No cross entries except pony 
division.  For riders who have not shown over 2’3”.    
* Can include jumps on the diagonal.                                                                                                                                                                                   
Adult equitation – fences 2’.  Amateur adults over 18 who have 
not shown over 2’.  No cross entries except for flat classes.    
* Can include jumps on the diagonal.   
Pony hunter – Fences 2’ to 2’3”. No in and outs. Open to ponies 
14.2 and under ridden by junior riders. 
Novice equitation – fences 2’3”. For riders who have not shown 
over 2’6”.  
Limit Hunter/equitation – fences 2’6”. For riders who have not 
shown over 2’9”.                                 
Junior/adult Hunter/equitation.  Fences 2’9“. Open to junior and 
amateur adults. 
Baby green hunter- fences 2’3”-2’6”. Open to horses/ponies for 
current year only. No cross entries over 2’6”. 
Schooling hunter – fences 2’6”. Open to all. 
 
 
Hopeful jumper – fences 2’-2’3”.  No cross entries in other jumper 
divisions. 
Training jumper – fences  2’6”. Open to all.  No cross entries in 
other jumper divisions.  
Schooling jumper – fences 2’9” to 3’ Open to all.  No cross entries 
in other jumper divisions.
